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The five children above all live in the slums of Bangalore India and are enrolled in the Child & Community 
Development Center. You can learn more about this program on the back of this page. There are many more 
children like them in need of sponsors. For about a dollar a day ($35 per month) you can sponsor one of these 
children. You may also donate any amount to our general sponsorship fund to help support these children until 
sponsors are found (e.g. $105 for 3 months, $210 for 6 months, $420 for 1 year, etc.). The Bicamumpaka family 
lives in Rwanda and are also in need of a sponsor ($55 per month). They are enrolled in the family sponsorship 
program of our Rwandan partner, African Evangelistic Enterprise. This program helps families to escape poverty by 
providing resources such as health care, schooling for children, job training for adults and HIV/AIDS care. 
Sponsorship enables you to make a real difference in the life of a child or family in need of your help. Sponsors will 
receive letters and an updated photo each year and are encouraged to write to the children (or family) as well. 
 

Motivation: At Help A Child we derive our inspiration from the Bible. In the Gospel of Matthew Jesus says: "Then the righteous 
will answer him, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you something to drink? When did we see 
you a stranger and invite you in, or needing clothes and clothe you? When did we see you sick or in prison and go to visit you?' 
"The King will reply, 'I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for 
me.' (Matthew 25: 37-40)

One of the partners of Help A Child in India is the Child 
and Community Development Center (CCDC). This 
organization ministers to the needs of marginalized 
minorities in the city of Bangalore, India. 
Impoverished and belonging to no caste, these people 
fall through the cracks and miss out on the progress 
that has been made in the standard of living within 
some circles of Indian society. 
 

 
 
 

The Project  
This project is aimed primarily at helping children of non-caste minority 
groups living in the slums of Bangalore. Currently there are 1100 children 
enrolled in this program. The families of these children often have little or no 
access to the basic necessities of life. They are also subject to discrimination. 
Help A Child works with the people in these communities to determine what 
the major problems are which need to be addressed. The goal is to enable 
these families to work towards finding solutions to these problems 
themselves rather than being totally dependent on outside help.  
 

Activities 
× Education - Children enrolled in this program go to school each day. At the beginning of the school year they 

are all provided with necessary school supplies such as a uniform, school bag, writing materials, etc. 
× Bible Study ς The community centers provide weekly Bible classes for all of the enrolled children.  
× Tutoring ς After school the children gather at the community centers to receive tutoring in various subjects 

that are difficult for them. They also get help in completing their homework assignments.  
× Self Defense Skills ς The children are taught to recognize and avoid attempts at mistreatment or exploitation 

which can occur as a result of poverty and discrimination.  

× Sports ς Various sporting activities are organized between children from different community centers. These 
games are fun for the children and help them to develop self confidence.  

 
Parents   
Although the children are the main focus of the Child & Community Development Centers, the parents are also 
offered valuable counseling and assistance. For example, advice is offered on applying for microcredit loans which 
can enable them to start or expand a small business.
