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Zambia is a republic in south Central Africa. Zambia  

has 11.7 million inhabitants; the country is slightly   

larger than the state of Texas. Approximately 72% of the 

Zambian people are Christians. Another 27% practice  

traditional animist religions. The country is extremely  

poor. More than half of the population live under the    

po verty line. The rate of HIV infection in the 15-45  

age group is 16.5%. It’s estimated that by 2015 there  

will be 1 million orphaned children in Zambia. There  

are 150,000 deaths annually as a result of AIDS. These   

are mainly young people in the prime of life. As a result  

of this disease they are forced to stop working. This  

makes it impossible for them to provide for their families. 

In Zambia children have free access to primary school 
but the quality of the education is generally quite poor.

Help A Child works in the northeast 

of Zambia. It’s a very poor region   

lacking basic institutions and infra-  

structure. Most of the people in this  

area subsist on small-scale agriculture.   

They try to eek a living from a small 

plot of land. In practice this usually   
means just trying to survive.  

t hose who do go to school attendance  

is often sporadic and many drop out.   

They help till the family plot or become  

school for these children. They would   

benefit greatly from a trade school 

where they could learn a useful skill 

which in turn would also benefit the   

local economy.  

A  large segment of the population  
suffer from HIV/AIDS. Many children  

have become orphans. Basic aware-  

ness of this disease is lacking. There  

is a need for education concerning  

HIV/AIDS but the subject is taboo.
